	Text11: Section 139E  (a) of PL 113-168 which is called the Tribal General Welfare Exclusion Act, states "in General, Gross income does not include the value of any Indian general welfare benefit."  

The County has received a letter from the Paskenta Band of Nomlaki Indians in reference to an applicant that the distribution she receives is under the doctrine of Indian General Welfare. One of the criteria for income to be considered Tribal General Welfare is that it must be needs based, which the tribe's letter states that it is, and specifies that it is for housing, educational, cultural and certain other prescribed general welfare expenses and is fully excluded under federal law 

How should this income be treated in the budget for CalFresh? Should it be excluded entirely, in part or counted entirely?

	Text12: 63-506(b) states that Funds or assets of, or payments to Native American tribal members or Alaska Natives shall be excluded as resources and/or income for Food Stamp purposes if specifically excluded by any other federal law. And it lists a variety of Public Laws, but states that it is not limited to the list.

Public Law 113-168 is a Federal Law that states that Gross income does not include the value of any Indian General Welfare benefit, and the law does not state whether it meets any of the criteria in 63-506(b)(7)(A). 

At this time the county does not have a proposed answer.  


	Text13: Per MPP 63-506 (b) and Public Law 113-168 Indian General Welfare benefits are excluded from the households gross income. 
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
